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Washington
- Henry -Kissinger de-
clared yesterday that the
White House “neither or-
dered nor was it aware of
any falsification of rec-
ords” on the secret bomb-
ing of Cambodia in 1969
and 1970.

The President’s adviser on
national security, in a brief
telephone interview, also an-
nounced that the White
House had begun an inves-

tigation into the falsification.

Asked his opinion about
the official mishandling of
records, Kissinger said, ““I
