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President Nixon went to
the "American people yes-
terday to seek support for
‘the new legislative pro-
posals he will lay before
Congress today.

In a taped radio broadecast,
he agreed to compromise on
his programs, if necessary, so
that legislation is passed be-
fore the end of the year. Cau-
tioning that the American sys-
tem reguires both strong Ex-
ecutive and Legiglative
branclies, he argued against
undué restraints on Presuien
tial powers.
