President ‘Nixon yesterday
nominated Francine Neff, a
Repubhcan committeewom-
an from New Mexico, to be
tréasurer of the United
States.

The nomination maintains
the tradition that the job is
given to a woman. Since
1949, the seven persons who
have held the job have been
women.,

Mrs. Neff, 48, of Albuquer-
que, has been a GOP nation-
al committeewoman since
1970 and would succeed Ro-
mana Acosta. Banuelos, who
served from December
1971, until February 14.

Mr. Nixon also announced

Both the Neff and Parsky
nominations are subject to
Senate confirmation.
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
