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Barker Is Denied Request
For a New Trial in Florida

on grounds that Mr. Barker had
been denied a fair trial because
of the widespread publicity the
case received “prior to and dur-
ing the trial.”

Judge Baker, however, denied
the motion and another motion
‘that alleged the original charge
was not correctly filed.

Mr. Barker was given a 60-

day  suspended sentence’ by
Judge Baker last week after be-
ing found guilty of misusing his
notary seal on a cashier’s check
signed by a finance official in
the Nixon campaign organiza-
tion. “
