The Washington Post ‘'won
two Pulitzer Prizes yester- -
day, one for its investigation
of the Watergate affair and
another ~ for columns by
David S. Broder.

The meritorius service
award to the Post cited two
Post reporters, Carl Bern-
stein, 29, and Robert Wood-
ward, 30, for the role they
played in investigating the
Watergate scandal..The two
were virtually unknown
when they were assigned to
follow up the Watergate

Woodward, in a teleéphone
interview, said the Mater—
gate scandal has reached
“new*proportions of ‘crisis.
We have proceeded with
about six layers of caution
of this sensitive story .and
now we must apply a sev-
enth.” :
“We have to" askwwhat the

much he knew but we must
be careful not to make spec-
ulations and to work on facts
alone,” he said.
