with the White House. which
was relatively cordial in the
months immediatalv follow-
ing last year’s election, but
has turned increasingly sour
in the last six weeks or so.

The council, in its icily
worded resolution on the
“Watergate  revelations,”
noted that they came “amid
increasingly aggressive as-
sertions of executive powers
over our domestic affairs,”
and wondered aloud ‘‘wheth-
er such extraordinary pow-
ers can be wielded wisely,
or for the common good, by
an administration so steeped
in scandal and twisted by
privilege.”

The council said it was not
satisfied that anything like
fie full truth has heen put
‘orth on Watergate “‘or that
the covarup is over.”
