early yesterday that former
Attorney General John N.

“l want you to know that
my husband is absolutely
correct in all of his testi-
mony,” she said.

gate Committee, as.have the
wives of other key wit-
nesses, and Mitchell has re-
fused to say. where his usu-
ally talkative wife is stay-
ing.

' Before resuming hig in-
terrogation yesterday,
Mitchell said he spoke to
his wife hytelephone several
times after his nearly five
hours of testimony Tuesday.

Mitchell said his wife

Asked if his wife thought
the committee’s questions
were  tough, Mitchell re-
plied: “No, she didn’t think
so—she had the answers t{o
all of them.”
