Mr. Nixon disclosed De-
cember 8 in a detailed per-
sonal financial Teport that
he has ‘paid no state income
taxes in California or the
dlstmp of Columbia since
becorning president in 1969.

Clawson, depty director of
White House communica-
tions, said he had asked Mr.
Nixon-about his congression-
al ‘and vice presidential
years-and the President told
him *he can’t remember”
whether he paid state in-
come taxes during that
time.
