White House aide Patrick
J. Buchanan said yesterday
the Democratic administra-
tions of the 1960 and the
ews media are “‘partners in
bankruptey” of the people’s
faith in their government.

“Time has shown that the
conservative skepticism to.
ward government, its pro-
grams and promises — dis-
paraged in the early 1960s ag
timidity and negativism —
was prophetic,” he told a
university audience here.

“No government — espe-
clally a limited and Demo-
cratic one — could live up to
the press notices made for
the federal government at
the beginning of the 1960s,
because the promises were
So extravagant and made
with such fervor, the inevit-
able  disillusionment was
that much greater.”

Buchanan said the news
media, ag “cheerleaders” of
-the two previous administra-
tions, “‘must be named -—in
that happy Watergate
phrase — as a non-indicted
co -conspirator’” in the de-
cline of confidence in gov-
ernment, .

“The men who ran the
government, the congress,
the courts, the foundations
and universities | . .'the na-
tional medig and - netwoerks
. .. in the failure of the '80s
they are partners in bank-
ruptey,” he said,

Buchanan, a presidential
Speech writer who also au-
thored former Vice President
Spiro Agnew’s first speeches
attacking segments of the
hational news media, called
Watergate <an episodie
thing, the problem of a par-
ticular time and place . . .”

“When Watergate, is be-
hind us the old faith and
confidence in government —
of a decade ago — will not
automatically or even neces-

" sarily return,” he said.
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
