WASHINGTON, Jan. 14 (UPI)
President Nixon underwent a
brief physical examination to-
day and his personal physician
said the President appeared to
be in good health.

Dr. Walter Takach, an Army
bnea lier general, sald Mr. Nix-
on’s heart was in good condi-
tion, Mis pulse normal and his
chest clear.

© wanted to talk to the President
tomorrow about taking the com
prehensive physical examina-
tion that he postponed several
days before Christmas.

“He seemed good to me to-
day,” the doctor told report-
ers, conceding that he may ap-
pear weary “because he’s -not,
getting enough sleep.”

He said- the burden of the
Watergate scandal may “take
its toll in his appearance by
reflecting fatigue.” .. ¢
