‘house chief of staff.
.. The special Watergate pro-
secutor’s office, which is han-
dling the case against Mr. Rein-
ecke, requested that the count
be dropped because of its reluc-
tance to call Mr. Haldeman as
a witness. Mr. Haldeman is a
defendant in the Watergate
cover-up trial, scheduled
to begin in September.

Mr. Reinecke still faces two
perjury counts and a possible
10=year jail sentence. His trial
is_scheduled to begin Monday.
