the impeachment vote in the
commitiee.

Flowers, a Democrat from
" Tuscaloosa, voted for two of
the three proposed articles
of impeachment adopted by
the committee.

Allen declined to confirm
if he was called by anyone
at the White House and Wal- -
lace would not confirm the
report, the Post-Herald said.

The paper said Flowers
‘way surprised when asked
about the report and said
neither Allen nor Wallace
had contacted him.
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
