President Nixon’s popular-
ity rating in a new Harris
poll published yesterday
showed a rise of three points
to 29 per centin July.

The survey was taken
among 1447 persons July
17-21, before the House Judi-
ciary Committee’s impeach-
ment debate.

(zation said Mr. Nixon re-
-celved a negative rating
from 63 per cent of persons
questioned in the July poll.
In June, he received a 26 per
cent positive rating and 71
per cent negative.

At the sametime, the
spokesman said, “the busi-
ness of government is con-
tinuing” and Mr. Nixon is
devoting considerable time
also to questions involving
the economy, foreign policy
and budget planning,

In response to a guestion,
Warren said, “the President
will not resign.”

Asked about speculation
that press secretary Ronald
Ziegler has been muzzled
since voicing strong state-
ments last week about the
House Judiciary Committee
and its staff, Warren said:

“Ron has ont been cut off,
He has not been told to lower
his profile. He is busy. He
is an assistant to the Presi-
dent.” ‘
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
