While reporters met in Laguna Beach with the spokes-
man, Nixon went for a drive of more than an hour with
C. G. “Bebe” Rebozo, his longtime friend and confidant.

Nixon is not expected to make any public appearance
this weekend.

The spokesman did not say how long Nixon planned
to spend in seclusion, nor could he say which friends might
visit here. He gave no indication of whether Nixon would g
maintain contact with the news media. ‘
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
