The meeting July 31 be-
tween- Haig and Kissinger
wag arranged, the magazine
said, after Haig hadlearned
of the new damaging evi-
dence on the tapes that were
to be turned over to Judge
John J. Sirica.

The two men felt the end

of Mr. Nixon’s presidency
was “rushing in on them”
and “Mr. Nixon had to be

shepherded through the or-
deal so that he understood
and would not ravage him-
self even more in futile re-
sistance.”

The magazine said Kissin-
ger kept in touch with De-
fense Secretary James

Schlesinger and Treasury .

Secretary William Simon.
“Their understanding was
that "the cabinet must be
calmed, must be' kept in
touch with reality,” Time
said. “A careless speech or
comment on fighting it out
might falsely mislead about
the inevitability of resigna-
tion, might freeze him (Mr.
Nixon) into a position that
would grow more tragic.”
