To Clear Up

LONG BEACH, Calif., Oct. 1
(AP) — Richard M. Nixon’s

doctor said today that thel:

blood clot in his right lung has
apparently begun to clear up
and latest tests show no sign
of any new clot.

.. Dr. John C. Lungren said in
his daily medical bulletin that
the clot was being naturally
absorbed into the patient’s
system. He said the anticoagu-
lants Mr. Nixon had been tak-
ing had apparently prevented
another clot, but he reported
no change in his diagnosis
that Mr. Nixon should not
travel for a month or more.

- Mr. Nixon spent the day un-
dergoing treatment. As he was
wheeled into the hospital Ra-
diology Department for more
X-rays, he exchanged pleasan-
tries with two technicians.
One of them, Leslie Persily,
said of Mr. Nixon: “He looked
very tired. He didn’t look
healthy.” .

In a written statement, Lun-
gren said there is “evidence of
partial resolution of the clot
in the right lung” and “no evi-
dence of any other emboli in
the lungs.”

Lundgren said he now be-
lieves the clot moved to the

lung while Mr. Nixon and his
wife were vacationing in Palm'
Springs, Calif,, two weeks be- |

fore his hospitalization. The
clot, smaller than a dime,!
broke off from a clot created:
by phlebitis in the left leg. i

Lungren’ feared earlier that|
another piece of the leg clot |
might break off and move
through Mr. Nixon’s heart to
the lungs. If. a clot lodged in.
his heart, it could be fatal.

Lungren said Monday ' that
Mr. Nixon was responding to
treatment and would be re-
leased from the hospital
Thursday, Friday or Saturday.
The doctor added, however,|
that the former President
would not be able to travel
any great distance for at least'
a monthi and must continue to
take medication at his seaside |
home in San Clemente. He en-|
tered the hospital Sept. 23. .
