With Congress planning to:
recess from Oct. 11 to'Nov. 13,
Byrd told the Senate he will
object to any unanimous con-
sent request to waive this rule
with respect to Flanigan’s:
nomination.

The Senate is not- expected
to act on it before its election
recess. The effect of Byrd’s ac-
tion would be to force Mr.
Ford to resubmit the nomina-
tion after Congress returns.
