Lungren said Mr. Nixon’s
lower left leg is still swollen
but not tender.

“His anticoagulant thera-
py is proceeding satisfacto-
rily to. date without compli-
cations,” Lungren said.

He said he examined Mr.
Nixon “this weekend at San
