(AP)—The former general man-
ager of Associated Milk Pro-
ducers, Inc., contends that the
board of directors of the coop-
erative “acquiesced and partici-
pated” with him in making il-
legal contributions to political
candidates.:

Harold S. Nelson, who was
removed as the dairy co-op’s
general manager’ in January,
1972, made the assertion in an
answer filed Monday to the co-
op’s suit against him in state
district court. His attorneys
then filed a $3-million damage
suit against the co-op, saying
it had tried to destroy his repu-
tation.

The co-op suit seeks.to re-
cover from Mr. Nelson $332,000
that the co-op alleges he mis-
appropriated through political
contributions to former Presi-
dent Richard M. Nixon’s 1972
re-election campaign, to two
Democratic Presidential  hope-
fuls, Edmund S. Muskie and
Hubert H. Humphrey of Min-
nesota, and to several Congres-
sional candidates.

Mr. Nelson pleaded guilty last
summer to participating in a
conspiracy to bribe former
Treasury Secretary John B.
