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Says in Midwest He Fears
‘Legislative Dictatorship’
if Democrats Triumph
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INDIANAPOLIS, Oct, 16 —
President Ford, campaigning

for Republican candidates in
the Middle West, said today
that massive Democratic victo-
ries in’ ’November’g Congres-
sional election could create a
“legislative dictatorship.”

In a speech this morning at a
meeting of Missouri Republi-
cans in Kansas City, Mr. Ford
noted that recent public opin,
ion polls indicated sweeping
gains by the Democrats this
fall. He added that the polls
could be wrong.

“But if the polls are right,” he
said,“you could have a veto-

proof Congress, a concentration
of power in one of the three
branches of the . Federal
Government. In effect, you
have a legislative dictatorship.”
In pep talks to gatherings of
Republicans in Missouri, South
Dakota, Nebraska and Indiana
today, the President’s message
was that although the odds
against their party were high
those odds could be overcome,
But the urgency of his state-
ments about preventing an
overwhelming Democratic tri-
umph suggested a great con-
cern that Republican candi-
dates are in serious difficulty in
the wake of the Watergate
