Before the new federal election campaign act be-
came effective on that date, fund-raisers for President
Nixon gathered about $20 million, mueh of it in ille-
gal corporate contributions.

Watergate prosecutors eventually got guilty pleas
from 17 corporations and 15 corporate officials, mostly
