Eugene C. Patterson, manag-
ing editor of The Washington
Post for almost three years,
resigned yesterday to join the
faculty of Duke University.

A Pulitzer Prize winner and
former editor of the Atlanta
Constitution, Patterson has
been appointed to the faculty
of Duke’s newly created Insti-
tute of Policy Sciences and
Public Affairs.

He will begin- teaching this
fall as a professor of the praec-
tice of political science and
comimunications media in pub-
lic affairs.

“Professor of the practice”
-is a new kind of faculty desig-

nation at Duke designed to
draw teachers of public and
private policy who have had
extensive professional ‘experi-
ence as distinet from profes-
sors with traditional academic
credentials. -

Patterson, 47, came to The
Washington Post in Septem-
ber, 1968, succeeding Benja-
min. C. Bradlee, now vice pres-
ident and executive editor of
The Post. No successor to Pat-
terson was named yesterday.
