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Tape Called JFK a 'Marked Man'

Miami Police made public 
Thursday a tape recording 
taken two weeks before the 
death of President John F. 
Kennedy in which an un-
identified man said the presi-
dent was "a marked man." 
• The tape was played for 
;newpmen after an account of 
._what the recording was sup-
;posed to have contained ap-

peared in the local press. 

Any relation between infor- 
• mation on the tape and the 
Kennedy assassination on 
Nov. 22, 1963 was discounted 
by Assistant State Attorney 
Arthur Htittoe. 

Huttoe said the recording 
.was made during an inves-
tigation into the activities of 
convicted bomber Donald

He said the subject on the 
tape was a member of the 
Branch group and "in our 
opinion there is no connec- 
tion between the death of 
President Kennedy and this 
group." 

Police would answer no 
questions regarding the cir-
cumstances under which the 
recording was made. They 
said a copy of the transcrip-
tion was turned over to the 
federal government prior to 
the assassination. 

A spokesman for the Secret 
Service said in Washington 
his office would have no com-
ment on the recording. 

The comments on Kennedy 
came after some 15 minutes 
of conversation between a 
police informer and the sub-
ject. Authorities said the 
informer wore. "a bug" to 
record the conversation. 

At one point, the person  

being questioned said the 
best way to kill the presi-
dent would be "from an of-
fice building with a high-pow-
ered rifle." 

He added, in a low voice 
that remained calm through 
the exchange "He (Kennedy) 
knows he is a marked man." 

"They're really going to 
kill him?" asked the police 
informer.
