SAID MISS MULLIGAN, A FORMER BUNNY AT THE PLAYBOY CLUB IN CHICAGO, 

HAD BEEN GIVEN A RING BY NOVEL IN RECENT DAYS. HE SAID 

SHE MET NOVEL AT THE CLUB. 

1 	HE ALSO REPORTEDLY HAD BUSINESS TIES HERE. A BUSINESS 

ACQUAINTANCE SAID HE WAS DEVELOPING AN "ANTI-BUGGING" DEVICE IN

MUNITIONS DUMP. FERRIE WAS TO HAVE BEEN A WITNESS FOR THE GRAND JURY 

INVESTIGATION, ACCORDING TO GARRISON, BUT WAS FOUND DEAD BEFORE IT 

GOT UNDER WAY. 

NOVEL HAS DENIED ANY KNOWLEDGE OF THE ALLEGED KENNEDY ASSAS-

SINATION CONSPIRACY AND SAYS HE HAS REFUSED TO GO BACK TO NEW 

ORLEANS BECAUSE OF "INTIMIDATION AND HARASSMENT." 
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
