18 Months for 

Kennedy 

.Probe Lawyer 
New Orleans 

Criminal District Court 
Judge Frank Shea sen-
tenced Dean Andrews yes-
terday to 18 months in jail 
for perjury. 

Andrews was released un-
der $2500 bond pending ap-
peal. 

Andrews was co nvicted 
last Monday on three counts 
of perjury. He was accused 
of lying to the grand jury in-
vestigating District Attorney 
Jim Garrison's claim that a 
conspiracy was hatched in 
New Orleans to kill President 
John F. Kennedy. 

Shea sentenced Andrews to 
18 months on each count, the 
sentences to run concurrent-
ly. 

Before pronouncing sen-
tence. the judge denied An-
drews' plea for a new trial. 

Shaw was charged by Gar-
rison with conspiring to mur-' 
der President Kennedy. He is 
free on bond. 

The District Attorney 
claims Shaw used Clay Ber-
trand as an alias. Shaw de-' 
nied this. 

Andrews. 44. formerly an 
assistant district attorney in 
suburban Jefferson parts h. 
told the Warren Commission 
that a vocie he knew as Clay 
Bertrand telephoned him afl- 
er President Kennedy was 
slain Nov. 22, 1963 in Dallas. 
Texas, and asked him to go 
to the Texas city and rep-
resent Lee Harvey Oswald, 
named by the Warren Com-
mission as Kennedy's assa- 
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4NDREWS SENTENCED 
IN NEW ORLEANS CASE 

NEW ORLEANS, Aug. 18 
UPI)—Dean Andrews Jr. was 
,entenced yesterday to 18 
nonths in prison for perjury in 
onnection with District Attor-
ley Jim Garrison's investiga-
ion into the assassination of 
'resident Kennedy. 
Distrit Judge Frank Shea sen-

.enced Andrews to 18-month 
:oncurrent sentences on three 
:ounts of lying before the Or-
cans Parish [County] grand 
ury. Andrews was convicted 
in Monday. 

His lawyers plan to appeal 
zhe verdict to the State Su-
preme Court. 

'Andrews, who is free on $2,-
500 bond, told the grand jury, 
he could not identify Clay L. 
Shaw, a businessman, as Clay 
Bertrand, a man he said asked 
him to represent Lee Harvey 
Oswald, the assassin of Presi-
dent Kennedy. 

Andrews is a lawyer.
