The statement was issued

The report said it was
the first time that such Ma- -
rine units showed up at
Subic since the Vietnam
peace agreement.

““The report is incorrect,”
a Navy statement said.

“Two amphibious forces
operate in the western Pa-
cific and frequently visit Su-
bic Bay. The presence of
amphibious ships and ma-
rines in Subic Bay is not un-
usual.”
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
