A 9 - year - old boy, Tony
Starbuck, a student at Haw-
thorne School, read a speech
that said. “Nixon is killing
boys and girls who haven’t
done anything. So I say let’s
end the war and bring the
troops home.”

It was nowhere near as
impressive a turnout as the
rally last weekend which at-
tracted 25,000 people to Ke-
zar Stadium to hear Dick
Gregory and Jane Fonda,
among others, speak on be-
half of the Bay Area Apnl 2
Coalifion.

But the NPAC organizers
professed themselves to be
well satisfied. ““The point to-
day,” said Pete Verral, “is
to keep the protest alive.”
NPAC held rallies in 24 cit-
ies coast to coast yesterday.
