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FBI Director Clarence M.
Kelly yesterday promised a
full, detailed report on oper-
ations of a three-yéar pro-
gram launched by the late J.
Edgar Hoover ‘““to expose,
distupt and otherwise neu-
tralize” the New Left move-
ment. *

Kelly strongly defended
the . $o-called counter-
intelligence operation as a
vital measure ‘“to protect
the fabric of our society.”

Kelly promised the report
to the attorney general, indi-
cating that it would not be

made public immediately,

and offered ncadditional in-
formation about the pro-
gram’s activities. )

Hoover established the na-
tionwide operation on May
10, 1968, and terminated it
on April 28, 1971. ‘

Sources have said the op-
eration involved the use of
agents-provocatuers to in-
cite possible violent activi-
ties.

Two memos: giving a ge-
neral description; of: the op-
eration were made‘public by
the FBI on Thursday- after
the Justice Department de-
cided against appealing a
court order that they be
turned over to an NBC news-
man.

The bulk of Kelly’s
3Y-page statement yester-
day was devoted toya~de-
fense of the operation, be-
ginning with an account of
what he called “a hard core
revolulionary movement
which . . . set outinits own
words to bring the govern-
ment to its knees through
the use of force and viol-
ence.”’ ¥
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
