ties the Republicans ran

into in San Diego was given

by Richard Herman, vice
chairman of - the convention
arrangements committee.

Herman said the main dif-
ficulty was caused by a disa-
greement between the party
and the operator of the
sports arena where the con-
vention was to be held over
construction costs.

“We have a contract with
the operator,” Herman said,
“but substantial disagree-
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ment arose over some of its
terms. We found we were
being forced to accept costs
that-rose higher as negotia-
tions proceeded.”

Herman also said the Re-
publicans become apprehen-
sive when a strike of con-
struction workers in the city
appeared to be devloping. -
The strike materialized May
1, he said.

The vote to accept Miami
Beach’s bid was a voice vote
with no opposition heard. .
