ton 	at Peking's Great 
Hill of :the People. 

e Chinese authorities 
refused to disclose any de- 

tails of the U.S. envoy's mis-
sion. But the New China 
'news agency said Kissinger 
will hold "concrete consulta-
tions" with Chinese leaders 
to further normalization of 
relations between China and 
the U.S. 

The future of Vietnam is 
expected to be one of the 
main subjects of the discus-
s i o n s during Kissinger's 
five-day visit. Taiwan is an-
other subjects'. 

Diplomats here predicted 
that Kissinger's talks could  

produce specific st 	to- 
w a r d expanding rel Ons 
between the two countries. 

Kissinger flew t o the 
Chinese ,Fapital after nego-
tiations in North Vietnam, 
Thai and Laos on issues con-
nected with the Vietnam 
cease-fire. 

At Peking's airport, he 
was greeted by Foreign 
Minister Chi Peng-fei and 
Vice. Foreign Minister Chiao 
Kuan-hua. 

Kissinger is staying in the 

same w all e d compound 
called Jade Pool Abyss Park 
where President Nixon re-
sided almost a year ago. 
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
