-In discussing the end of
fighting in Vietnam, Mansfield
sald “I think we have an obli-
gation” to help in the rebuild-
ing of all Indochina, including
North Vietnam.

But he said some House
members have indicated “they
were not at all happy about an
aid program for all of Indo-
china.” Mansfield said ques-
tions about it were raised Fri-
day when lawmakers were
briefed by Henry A. Kissinger
on|the peace settlement.
