TRADITIONALLY, THE U.S. AMBASSADOR HAS BEEN IN CHARGE OF 
AMER/CAN OPERATIONS IN HIS HARTICULAR COUNTRY, AMBASSADORIAL:  
PROTESTS THAT THIS IS NOT ALWAYS SO CONCERNING THE CIA WAS GIVEN 
SOME CREDENCE IN 1961 WHEN PRESIDENT KENNEDY ISSUED A MEMO 
REASSERTING THE AMBASSADORS' PRIMACY,

DUTIES SOMETIMES OVERLAP AND BECAUSE THE AGENTS CAN USE DOLLARS
