That re:ord is no credit to the Army, or to its Com-
mander-in-Chief. It casts fresh doubt on the depth of the 
United States commitment to international rules of war-
fare, especially in light of the Army's harsh treatment 
of Lieut. Col. Anthony Herbert, the much - decorated 
profeusional soldier, who was railroaded out of a combat 
command in Vietnam and now faces early retirement 
beceuse he tried to persuade his superiors that battle-
r' Id atrocities could not be ignored.
