Dallas - The theater where Oswald was arrested is some four miles from the triple underpass where Kennedy was shot.  AP, 7:51 p.m. CST

11/23/64
Dallas - from story by M. N. McDonald, Dallas patrolman:

Right after the police radio began carrying news of President Kennedy's being shot, the alerts in different parts of the city began jamming the radio.

I was cruising toward Oak Cliff, across the river ...

I got my call about 1:30 p.m.

The radio dispatcher, G.D. iienslee, first told me to check the alleys.  The next tip was that a guy that fitted the description they were giving was in a branch library out in Oak Cliff.  This didn't take long to be a phony.

The next one said a man acting funny was holed up in the balcony of the Texas Theater.  I headed that way in a hurry.  AP, 7:56 p.m. CST

Dallas - Half an hour later, John F. Kennedy was dead ...  Within the hour, police had arrested Oswald following the killing of a Dallas policeman.  AP, 12:19 a.m. CST

Dallas - Mrs. Julie Postal, cashier at the theater, called police.  A suspicious-looking man was in the theater, she said.  NewsCB, UPI and AP
11/23/63
Dallas A few minutes later -- about 1:20 p.m. -- the cashier of the Texas Theater, five blocks away [from Tippit shooting], phoned police to report a man had run in.  San Francisco Chronicle, UPI and AP
11/23/63
Dallas – [from interview of M. N. McDonald, Dallas patrolman].  The cashier at the picture show was the one who called in to say this guy was acting suspicious and hidden out in the balcony.  I went in from the rear and came out through the curtains on the side of the screen.  I noticed about 10 to 15 people sitting in the theater and they were spread out good.  A man sitting near the front, and I still don't know who it was, tipped me the man I wanted was sitting on the third row from the rear on the ground floor and not in the balcony.  I walked up the aisle and turned in Oswald's row.  We were no more than a foot from each other when he suddenly stood up and raised both hands.  "It's all over now," he told me.  AP

In his press conference of 11/24 Wade completely repudiated his statement about the bullet from the pistol [in the theater] - absolute denial of physical evidence which he had introduced himself.  ["We have the snapped bullet."  ...  "He didn't snap the gun."' Lane Interview

2/21/64
A block away [from scene of Tippit shooting on East 10th street] a used car salesman heard shots and saw a man trotting along the sidewalk.  "He had a pistol in his hand." said the salesman, Ted Callaway.  "I got a real good look at him.  It was Oswald.  I picked him out of a police lineup that night."  Life
2/21/64
Between Madison and Bishop Avenues on Jefferson Boulevard, Oswald ran into the entranceway of a shoe store and stood gasping for breath.  The store manager, John Brewer, noticed that he was breathing hard, and that his shirt tail was out.  "He looked scared," Brewer said.  Brewer had just heard of Officer Tippit's murder and so he decided to follow Oswald.

Oswald left the shoe store entrance and dashed a half block to the Texas Theater  He got into the theater without either the cashier or the usher seeing him.  ...  Brewer watched him enter the theater.  Then he told theater usher Butch Burroughs that a possible murderer had entered the theater.  They checked the emergency exits to make sure they were closed and asked the cashier, Mrs. Julie Postal, to call police.  It was almost 2 o'clock.

Police cars screeched up to the theater.  A sergeant ordered the house lights turned on.  Brewer walked onto the stage and pointed out Oswald, sitting in the center section, three rows from the rear.  Life
