Vice President Lyndon B. Johnson is getting to be a political liability to the Democratic Party, former Vice President Richard M. Nixon asserted yesterday.

He predicted at a news conference that President Kennedy will discard Johnson as a running mate next year if the presidential race promises to be close.

Nixon, the Republican nominee who lost to Kennedy by a narrow margin in 1960, was here to confer with executives of a soft drink [Pepsi-Cola] company represented by his New York law firm.  AP, 6:00 a.m. EST

"Congressional investigators have received information that on the day President Kennedy was killed, the [CIA] was making arrangements in Paris for a plot to assassinate [Castro], according to informed sources. ...

"The coincidence in timing becomes all the more bizarre in light of Castro's own account of what he was doing when Kennedy was killed.  According to the Cuban premier, he was in Varadero, Cuba, that afternoon listening to an intermediary - a French journalist named Jean Daniel - talk about Kennedy's apparent interest in re-establishing contact between the two nations.

"Daniel had just spoken with Kennedy in Washington, Castro related in the recently published book, 'With Fidel.' [Author not given.] 'In my opinion,' Castro said, 'this was a definite gesture on Kennedy's party [sic] to try to establish contact, an exchange with us.'" Roundup on possible investigations of assassination, ends with account of bill introduced by Senator William Proxmire, B-WI, to make federal offense of any attempt or conspiracy to assassinate [or assassination itself] the president, vice president or chief justice.  In offering his bill, Proxmire complained of the police handling in Dallas of Oswald, saying:

"Since last Friday the man accused of murdering President Kennedy was tried by television.

“Police officials told the world, including virtually every potential juror, that the case against Lee Oswald was airtight, a cinch.

"He was held 48 hours - until his death - without counsel.  And then he was himself murdered in full view of tens of missions of Americans by a strip-tease operator with a police record in Chicago as well as in Dallas, a man known well to the police, who were supposed to be protecting him.

"The trial of the man accused of murdering President Kennedy should have been a showcase of democracy in action with meticulous attention for the rights of even the man accused of this monstrous crime."  AP, 7:17 p.m. CST

Moscow propaganda in the wake of President Kennedy's assassination seems to reflect a feeling of dread.

In the Kremlin's reaction there is a detectable fear that the American public will turn its wrath upon Communism, as such, because a man labeled a pro-Castro Marxist was accused of killing the President.

Premier Khrushchev and his supporters, beset by enormous economic problems, and a deep split in the world Communist camp, may be apprehensive that Soviet foreign policy could collapse before a hardened U.S. attitude.

... [Quoting Izvestia] "The struggle between sober-minded Americans and the forces of radical reactionaries who will not miss the chance of using the situation for their own ends, will be very tense."

Commenting on the events connected with President Kennedy's assassination, Izvestia claimed progress had been made recently on a difficult and intricate road toward relaxation of international tensions.  It cited the treaty limiting nuclear tests and said there were prospects of "some further steps toward better Soviet-American relations."  It said the Soviet Union highly appreciated President's Kennedy's efforts to assess situations realistically and seek negotiated solutions.

...What Moscow seems to fear most of all is that the United States, in angry reaction to President Kennedy's death, might close avenues to negotiation.  AP, 2:48 a.m. EST

Dallas, [11/29] - From story on events at Parkland Hospital shortly after the assassination:

Dr. Charles James Carrico ... was in the emergency room when a Secret Service agent burst through the swinging doors.  A second one, with a submachine gun cradled in his arms, was right on his heels.

The first agent asked for two portable hospital carts, ... one for Governor ... Connally, the other for the President.  The agent with the gun was so agitated, his face contorted with emotion, that hospital personnel were afraid that he might open fire at any minute.

"Everybody clear out of here," he shouted.  Aubrey Rike, an ambulance driver, and his assistant, Dennis McGuire, ducked behind a desk.  Two student nurses scrambled to the floor.

A man in a business suit dashed in.  The Secret Service agent caught him with an uppercut.

Slammed back against the gray tiled wall of the emergency ward, the man slowly slid down to the floor, unconscious.  Seconds later, still dazed, he reached for his wallet.

"I've got to call J. Edgar Hoover," he said, showing his FBI credentials.

In the emergency ward office, the Secret Service had already tied up all lines.  It was nearly 10 minutes before the FBI agent was able to get his call through to Washington.  New York Times, UPI, p. 4

The woman, who registered at a Johnson City motel ... today, gave her name as Miss Elizabeth Cronin of Astoria, OR.

...  She asked the motel manager, Emil Kroll, to call the Secret Service at the LBJ Ranch to tell them she had information concerning the assassination, Kroll said.

... Miss Cronin told a reporter she knew who the assassin of President Kennedy was.  But she would not elaborate.

[At Astoria, Police chief Gerald Arrington said that a Mrs. Elizabeth Cronin was a resident of the city.  He said that in the past two years, Mrs. Cronin has made several reports to the police on various matters. ...  The next day in Rome, where he had speaking engagements, Lane told Guardian correspondent Phyllis Rosner:

"The resolution urges that members of the proposed international commission be persons whose judgment and views would be respected in Western countries; the suggestion was made that it comprise jurists regarded as being objective and of no particular political affiliation. ... One day, shortly after the death of -President Kennedy, I received a call from a high official of the Soviet Embassy in Washington.  It was urgent, he said, that we have lunch that day.

When we sat down at the table, he came right to the point.

"The Chairman [Khrushchev] has asked me to see you.   He knows you and he trusts you, and he would like your estimate of the new President of the United States."

I was amazed at the audacity of the request!  But I think I successfully masked my amazement as I told the Russian that I had every confidence that President Johnson was as interested in peace and good relations with the Soviet Union as President Kennedy had been.

The Russian thanked me profusely for this information and the Luncheon went on to other subjects including a report of how Chairman Khrushchev had broken down and wept when he heard of the death of President Kennedy.  “He just wandered around his office for several days, like he was in a daze,”  he told me.  …  San Francisco Examiner, With Kennedy [Serialization], Pierre Sallinger

The Justice For the Crew of the Thresher [JFCOTT] plot:

The enclosed photographic reproduction appears to be that of information submitted by the defendant, retired Navy man Edward F. Bray in the suit brought against him by the Bendix Corporation, apparently in connection with charges he had made against Bendix in connection with the loss of the submarine Thresher, presumably because of popularly reported charges of poor materials installed by contractors building the craft.

Bray appears to allege there was a plot against Governor John Connally of Texas, possibly in revenge for the loss of life involved in the Thresher disaster.

Whether there is any validity in his charges, it is interesting that Bendix filed the suit in as isolated a federal court as Wyoming, although it is possible the firm may be incorporated in that district.  Bray appears to have been stationed and lived in Oregon and/or Washington.  A private investigator went to Coos Bay and interviewed Bray early in 1967 regarding the enclosed material, which was originally sent to a small liberal publishing firm in Northern California, which turned it over to this file for whatever interest it might have.  The investigator found Bray ready to display a great deal of material - letters, court records and so on - purporting to support his charge that the JFCOTT group had planned to assassinate Connally 3 months before the 11/22/63 event in Dallas and that these plans were known to the Navy in Washington.  However when the investigator approached the subject of seeing the actually critical documents and photographs Bray claimed to have in bank safety deposit boxes, Bray stuck at agreeing unless the investigator would promise to get him on a national radio and/or television network to tell his story.  Mrs. Bray indicated that her husband was unbalanced on the subject, the investigator reported.

Story datelined Washington, on special panel of Government experts appointed to study Presidential safety after the Warren Commission had completed its deliberations.

... Most alarming of all the panel's findings, however, is the fact that the list of "persons considered extremely dangerous to the life of the President," has expanded dramatically over the past two years, and today contains almost 2000 names.

This list, now being minutely scrutinized by the FBI, is believed to include a large number of American defectors to Soviet bloc countries, whose whereabouts are today unknown.

Among these perhaps the most interesting is the name of Robert Webster, an expert marksman from Ohio, who defected to Russia at about the same time as Lee Harvey Oswald.

City attorney Alex Bickley said restrictions been in effect some time and include the press.  Rule is interpreted to include persons now dead and only indirectly involved in events of the assassination.

State health commissioner J. E. Peavy said in Austin rule was made to preclude anyone duplicating death certificates.  "Legitimate press" might be allowed to see and copy, but "if for speculation on events" each case would be judged on merits.  AP ldn 225acs

Curious press treatment of plane crash in bad weather at Jefferson City, MO, which killed four Dallas businessmen, including one Tracy D. Click, of Irving.  AP carried only the original plane crash story.  Dallas Morning News carried no story at all [although it carried other plane crashes, even one abroad, but did carry death notice in classified ad columns for one of the men, not Click.  Dallas Morning News & AP
Dallas Times-Herald not checked, not available.

The name Tracy D. Click is interesting because District Attorney Henry Wade first said Darrell Click was the name of the taxi-driver who took Oswald toward his home on 11/22/63.  Wade later said the driver's name was William Whaley, and that he had said "Oak Cliff" when reporters thought he said Darrell Click.
