At one time it appeared the only point on the entire U.S.-Mexican border open to traffic was the tiny port of entry at Columbus, N.M.

Quote:  Mexico took the step to close the border.  The U.S. Embassy in Mexico City said it had not had any orders to close the border.

Mexican immigration officials in Juarez said the order came from interior officials.

A U.S. immigration official at Columbus said he had never received any order from U.S. officials to close the border.
