The United States has 

decided not to send a new 
ambassador to Uganda 
following a Fourth of July 
message to President Nix-
on by President Idi Amin 
in which the African lead-
er wished Mr. Nixon "a 
speedy recovery from Wa-
tergate." 

State Department spokes-
man Paul J. Hare said yes-
terday that Amin's latest 
message to Mr. Nixon was 
"t ot ally unacceptable in 
substance and tone," and 
that a protest would be 
lodged with the Ugandan 
etwernment. 

Accusing Amin of a record 
of "i n su 1 t s" against the 
U.S., Hare said that "under 
the present circumstances, 
we have no intention of nom-
inating a new ambassador"  

to Uganda. The former am-
bassador, Thomas P. Mel-
ady, was recalled to Wash-
ington in February because 
of critical messages to Mr. 
Nixon from Amin on Viet-
nam. 

Ugandan policy in recent 
years has led to bitter dis-
putes with its neighbors, and 
the expulsion of about 40,000 
Asian residents. In recent 
months Amin h a s also 
adopted a sharply anti-
Israel line, leading to criti-
cism from Jewish leaders in 
this country over his alleged 
anti-Zionist statements. 

Hare said that in addition 
to Melady's recall five 
months ago, the U.S. has 
also begun curtailing its 
economic aid programs in 
recent months because of 
the "generally unsatisfacto-
ry relations."
