Strachan's Advice 
To the Young

Gordon Strachan was asked yesterday what 
advice he would give to young people seeking a 

career in national politics in Washington.

Strachan, appearing before the committee 
under immunity from prosecution for his testi-
mony, said, "It may not be the type of advice,  
that you could look back and want to give. My 
advice would be to stay away."
