It was :the. first congre 

sional election since the on-
set of the Senate Wateigate 
thearings and the `announce-
ment of Vice President Spiro 
T. Agnew's involvement in a 
IVIoryland grand jury probe 
of alleged kickbacks. 

But the,  two state legisla 
tors concentrated on local is-
sues in their six-week cam-
paign, and  the public 
se emed apathetic to the 
election. 

Bauman's election in the 
First Congressional District 
continues a ten-year Repub-
lican hold on the seat in the 
sprawling 13-county district 
.where Democrats hold a 2 to 
'1 voting registration odge. 

Bauman suceeds 	pre- 
sentative William 0. 
(Rep-Md.), who shot hifdself 
to death May 24, a day after 
newspaper reports said his 
1970 campaign did not report 
a $25,000 contribution from 
the .Committee to Re-elect 
the President. 

Voter turnott amounted to 
about 24 per cent of the 
205,000 registered voters in 
the diStriOt. 
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
