night Show, carried by WNBC-
TV. "I don't make the decisions 
for what goes on that show," 
he said. 

A spokesman for WABC-TV 
said, "It's such a serious mat-
ter we've decided not to accept 
advertising for any comedy ma-
terial relating to Watergate." 
Mr. 'Frye has done Watergate 
comedy routines on the sta-
tion's Jack Paar Show. 

The local and the network 
managers for program prac-
tices at WCBS-TV said they 
were not aware of the com-
mercial's being rejected. Wal-
ter Law, the network manager, 
said the decision could have 
been made by a salesman. 

Buddah said it had canceled 
a projejcted $75,000 TV cam-
paign for the record as a re-
sult of the rejejctions. The 
spokesman noted that most ra-
dio stations in major cities had 
accepted radio spots for the 
album. 

'Bad Taste' Cited 
However, WNEW-AM refused 

to run them. "The way the 
commercial was structured it 
was in bad-  taste. It's no great 
philosophic thing," said Carl 
Brazell, the assistant station 
manager, who pointed out that 
cuts from the album itself have 
been played on the air by the 
station's disk jockeys. 

WNEW's FM affiliate ran the 
spots only after deleting the 
word "impeachment" from 
them. "The jury is still out. The 
word impeachment is some-
thing that should be reserved 
until it becomes appropriate," 
said Varner Paulsen, general 
manager. 

A spokesman for Woolworth 
said the chain was not stocking 
the album because "some of 
our customers may be of-
fended." 

"You'd think they'd be more 
brave about it," commented Joe 
Lauer, Mr. Frye's manager. 
"Watergate deals with surpres-
sion and chicanery, and yet the 
reason these people aren't run-
ning the spots is that they're 
,afraid of the Government.h

New York's three major net-I 

work-affiliated television sta-
tions have refused to accept.  
commercials for a new Water-
gate record album by David 
Frye, the comedian, even 
though two of the stations have 
broadcast Mr. Frye performing 
the same routines on talk 
shows, Buddah Records said 
yesterday. 

In addition, the Woolworth 
chain of stores has refused to 
stock the record, and a major 
New York radio station, 
WNEW-AM, has turned down 
commercials for it. 

WNBC-TV turned down the 
commercials because the man-
ager of broadcast standards, 
Charles T. Licameli, thought 
the album itself was "in bad 
taste."
