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acGregor Believes 
Tapes Support Nixon 

.WATERTOWN, Conn., Sept. 
25 (AP) — Clark MacGregor, 
former chairman of the Com-
mittee for the Re-election of 
the President, said last night 
that he believed tape read-
ing of President Nixon's con-
versations would substantiate 
Mr. Nixon's story about the 
Watergate affair.. 

"The President knows that 
history will know every word 
on the tapes," Mr. MacGregor 
said. 

He said that the people in-
volved in the Watergate Af-
fair lacked a "sense of ac-
countability" to the public. 
Every public office is "a 
temporary stewardship" to 
which politicians must be 
held accountable, he added. 

Mr: MacGregor spoke to 
about 125 persons at the 
10th annual dinner meeting 
of the Watertown-Oakville 
Chamber of Commerce.
