JHis conduct before the Senate Selact
ot ittee was quite consistent with
the extraordinary position he- advanced
there that employees of the President
are-to be held to no higher standard of -
ethies and morality than ordinary
pranksters. The President’s men are
apparently still bent on using the
pbower of the White House to harrasy
individuals and educational institu-
tions which do not share their
“conservative philosophy” or their eth-
ical standards. 3
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
