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Honks in D.C.
Earn Tickets

As hundreds of cars
honked loudly to support
them, about 750. demonstra-
tors marched by the White
House yesterday to call for
the impeachment of Presi-
dent Nixon.

The honking started in
mid-morning as about 25 pro-
testers stood on. both sides
of Pennsylvania Avenue
with signs asking motorists
. to “Honk to Impeach” and
+ “Honk with Honor.”

It continued through the
afternoon with a majority
of the cars that passed by
joining in the din.

By 3:30 p.m. special opera-
tions division police officers
on scooters began pulling
over honking motorists and
issuing tickets.

Within minutes more than
a dozen traffic citations for
