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A 'Denial' of 
Cuba Move 
For Talks

T h e State Department 
gave a qualified denial yes-
terday to a report that it has 
received a message from 
the Cuban government ask-
ing for formal discussions to 
settle differences between 
the two countries. 

The Mutual Broadcasting 
System said it learned from 
reliable sources that the 
State Department received a 
message from Cuban Prime 
Minister Fidel Castro at 4 
am. yesterday. 

Department spokesman 
John King said he checked 
the report with appropriate 
officiala and "the first any-
body heard of it was when 
Mutual broadcast it. They 
flatly a n d categorically 
know of no such message 
being received here!' 

Other officials said that 
for the time being they could 
not rule • out the possibility 
that a message may have 
somehow beedirected to the 
plane carrying Secretary of 
State Henry iV Kissinger ot 
the Middle East, 
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
