; using the limousines as of 
Jan. 1 as part of the Federal 
energy conservation drive. 

The only exceptions were 
to be President Nixon and 
Vice President Ford. 

The deputy White House 
press secretary, Gerald L. 
Warren ,said today, 18 days 
after Mr. Simon's deadline,• 
that "senor White House 
staff melibers" were still 
using tilieir chauffeured 
sedans. 

A Government source de-
scribed Mr. Simon as "abso-
lutely furious over losing the 
battle of the limousines." 

The White House said 
many senior aides-  needed 
the cars in case the President 
had to reach:them while they 
were on their way home.
