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`Plumbers' Hearing 
Delayed to March 25

trial hearing in the burglary 
case against three former 
White House aides was post-
poned for a month yester-
day because of a delay in 
serving a subpoena on Presi-
dent Nixon. 

Superior Court Judge 
Gordon Ringer, at the re-
quest of defense attorneys, 
continued the proceedings 
until March 25. 

By then, it is expected 
that the "certificate of at-
tendance" for Mr. Nixon 
that Ringer sent to District 
of Columbia Superior Court 
will be either rejected or 
?presented to the President 
in the form of a subpoena. 

Presiding Judge Harold H. 
Greene :has set a hearing in 
Washington on the pro-
jected subpoena for March 
15. 

The three defendants in 
the burglary case are John 
D. Ehrlichman, David 
Young and G. Gordon 
Liddy. They want Mr. Nix- 

on's testimony to support 
their contention they were 
acting as federal officers in 
ordering the break-in of 
Daniel Ellsberg's psychia-
trist's office. 

Teamsters Fund 
Chicago—Officials of the 

Teamsters union have been 
charged with "defrauding 
working men" by milking 
the organization's pension 
fund for more than $1.4 mil-
lion. 

A federal grand jury on 
Tuesday indicted seven men 
and three corporations on 
charges of obtaining the 
money through a phony in-
vestment scheme, then us-
ing it for their own houses, 
airplane trips and other per-
sonal pleasures. 

In 1964, former Teamsters 
president James R. Hoffa 
and five co-defendants were 
convicted of conspiring to 
defraud the pension fund of 
$1.7 million. 
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
