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Indictment of 
3 'Plumbers'

for the White House "plumb-

The second of the Water-
gate grand juries is expect-
ed to return indictments in-
volving activities o f the 
plumbers about midweek. 

According to the sources, 
the grand jury is expected to 
indict, among others, Ber-
nard L. Barker, Eugenio R. 
Martinez and Filipe de Die-
go. 
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
