Mr. Nixon used a question 
on illegal foreign contribu-
tions of $150,000 to his 1972 
election campaign as the plat-
form for a preview of the eled-
tion-financing• reform package 
he plans • to make public Friday. 

After acknowledging that 
stories leaked by White House  

aide Bryce Harlow about the 
foreign contributions were 
correct, Mr. Nixon noted that 
"all contributions from 
foreign sources are prohib-
ited" by federal law. 

He went on to list as pri-mary features of the reform 
package a ban on cash contri-
butions larger than $50 and 
a ban on contributions of 
more than $15,000 to any pres-
idential candidate and $3,000 to any congressional candidate 
by any one person.
