Vice President Gerald R. Ford urged Republican last night to take up the chal-lenge of the Democrats and unite in time for the Novem-ber elections. 

Addressing the annual din-ner of the Middlesex Club, the nation's oldest Repu-blican club, Ford w arned that if Democratic predic-tions of sweeping victories in congressionalt.  elections come true this fall, Demo-crats would be able to run roughshod over the Presi-dent. 

Ford said he plans to cam-paign for Republican unity and a GOP victory from now until November. 
Alluding to a 1971 speech before the Middlesex Club by former Vice President Spiro T. Agnew, in which Agnew attacked the media, Fore said, "Tonight I am declar-ing war against no one ex-cept the psychological com-plex of defeat and despair that is afflicting the party." 

Ford alio held out the olive branch to the media. 
"I think it is important that we have good relations with the press," he, said. "I happen to believe that the news media can and has been helpful in trying to pre-serve some of the -great li-berties that we-have in this country."
