President Nixon warned the Arab couktries yester-
day that they"&ould not at-tempt to pressure this coun-
try with the oil embargo 
weapon. 

While suggesting tha , the embargo probably 
lifted this weekend, he made clear his dislike of a condi-tional lifting based 'on what the Arabs might regard as 
proper conduct by the Unit-ed States in the Middle East. 

The U.S. "is not going to be pressured by our friends in the Mideast or, others who might, be, our cpponenth to doing something before we  

are able to do it," he said in answering questions before the Executive Club. 
If there are any implica-

tions of pressure in the lift-ing of the embargo "it would 
have a counter effect on our efforts to go forward on the peace front, because it would simply slow down . . . our very real and earnest ef-forts to get the disengage-ment on the Syrian front and also to move toward a per-
manent settlement." 

T h e President declared that the U.S. already has "broken the back" of th en-ergy crisis, but "nagging" !problems will continue.
